As. - -
liquidated damages, in the event of default, all taxes i
which otherwise would have been paid to the CITY without T
the benefit of abatement (but without the addition of
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penalty: interest will be charged at the statutory rate
for delinguent taxes as determined by Section 33.01 of
the Property Tax Code of the State of Texas) will become
a debt to the CITY and shall be due, owing, and paid to
the CITY within sixty (60) days of the expiration of the
above-mentioned applicable cure period as the sole remedy
of the CITY, subject to any and all lawful offsets,
gettlements, deductians, or credits to which OWNER may be
entitled. The parties acknowledge that actual damages, in
the event of default and termination, would be
speculative and difficult to deternmine.

The CITY represents and warrants that the PREMISES does
not include any property that is owned by a member of the
city Commission.

The terms and conditions of this Agreement are binding
upon the successors and assigns of all parties hereto.
The Agreement cannot be assigned by OWNER unless written
permission is first granted by the CITY, which permission
shall be at the sole discretion of the CITY, except under
the following conditions: )

A. Assignment to a wholly-owned subsidiary of OWNER or
a related company owned fifty-one percent (51%) or
more by the partners of OWNER.

B. A transfer of interest, under a "sale and Lease
Back," is permissible wherein WNA carthage, Inc.,
shall continue to conduct business on the subject
premises.

It is understood and agreed between the parties that the
OWNER, in performing its obligations hereunder, is acting
independently, and the CITY assumes no responsibilities
or liabilities in connection therewith to third parties,
and OWNER agrees to indemnify and hold CITY harmless
therefrom: it is further understood agreed that the CITY,
in performing its obligations hereunder, is acting
independently, and OWNER assumes no responsibilities or
liabilities in connection therewith to third parties, and
the CITY agrees to indemnify and hold OWNER harmless
therefrom.

The OWNER further agrees that the CITY, its agents and
employees, shall have reasonable right of access to the
PREMISES to inspect the IMPROVEMENTS in order to insure
that the construction of the IMPROVEMENTS is in
accordance with this Agreement and all applicable state
and 1local laws and regulations or valid waiver thereof.
After completion of the IMPROVEMENTS and until the
expiration of this Agreement, the CITY shall have the
continuing right to inspect the PREMISES subject to
reasonable security requirements to insure that the
PREMISES are thereafter maintained and operated in
accordance withESH&E“Aquement.
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
