TDMHMR has a procedure in place which allows a hospital to divert individuals in need of hospitalization to another

Because most of the individuals diverted to KSH are brought here on warrantless orders signed by law enforcement
agents, upon arrival, Kerr County and Kerrville State Hospital must complcte the paperwork within 24 hours in support of
a motion for an Order of Protective Custody. Two questions must be answered quickly in order for the hospital to legally
detain such individuals beyond 24 hours.
