FUNDING: Funds for payment have been provided through the Panola County Budget adopted
by the Commissioners Court for Fiscal Year 2024.

LATE PROPOSALS: PROPOSALS received in the County Judge’s Office after submission
deadline will be considered void and unacceptable. Panola County is not responsible for lateness
or non-delivery of mail, carrier, etc.

ALTERING PROPOSALS: Proposals cannot be altered or amended after submission deadline.

WITHDRAWAL OF PROPOSAL: A proposal may not be withdrawn or canceled by the bidder
without the permission of the county for a period of ninety (90) days following the date
designated for the receipt of proposals, and bidder so agrees upon submittal of their proposal.

DELIVERY: All delivery fees and freight or handling charges shall be as stated on the proposal
and contract forms section and if not so stated no such costs, fee or charge will be paid.
