OASys, a new on-line administration system for eligibility, membership and billing on April 1, 2002,
OASys will allow you to access your membership and billing information in a secure on-line environment.
This will dramatically improve the accuracy of your membership data and reduce the tumn-around time for
processing changes.

The implementation of OASys has demanded a thorough, review of all administrative practices currently
in place. To ensure a successful outcome, we need to make some changes to the program that will
streamline and simplify administration. Depending upon your current plan set-up, these changes may
affect your group. The changes are outlined in this letter,

Because each of these changes is very important to group set up in OASys, it is important that you
acknowledge receipt of this letter and related changes. Please initial in the spaces provided, copy this
letter for your records and mail the original back to TAC in the envelope provided.

1. Dependents covered to age 25.

Effective April I, 2002, CountyChoice will begin complying with HB 1440, This legislation
provides coverage for dependents up to age 25 regardless of student status. This change will
eliminate the need to supply verification of enrollment and simplify administration for our
members. We will allow your employees to enroll any dependents that become ¢ligible as a result
of this change. If they do not enroll during this period, they must wait until the annual open
enrollment. As the effective date approaches we will supply you with a notice that you should give
your employees regarding this plan change and their enrollment rights.

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2. Changing to Option 35 for billing.

Also effective April 1%, CountyChoice is changing to a new billing system. The new system will
calculate premiums due using Option 35, or a 15™ of the month “wash” rule. With Option 35,
contributions are due for the full month for any employee covered on the 15™ of the month or
earlier. The first partial month's contribution is waived for any employee that is effective on the
16™ of the month or later.

Using this 15™ of the month rule will simi)lify your billing process by reducing retroactive
premiums. As long as your changes are entered or submitted in a timely fashion, you should see
very little retroactivity on your bill, Lo

Your waiting period will not be affected by this change unless you request a change. However, the
termination date may be affected. Starting in April, coverage will end the day after the
termination date. The amount you owe for a final partial month will depend upon the date of
termination using the 15" of the month rule. If the coverage ends the 15™ of the month or earlier,
contributions are waived. If coverage ends the 16™ of the month or later, contributions are due for
the full month.

We recognize that this change may cause you to make some adjustments to your payroll deduction
system. However, the change is necessary to make the new system work efficiently and we are
confident that you will like the results you get with OASys.

4. Verifying current rosters.

Because we want to start OASys with the most accurate information possible, TAC will be
providing you with a roster of your currently covered members based upon Blue Cross Blue Shield
of Texas (BCBSTX) records later this month. We need you to verify and update this roster as
soon as you receive and send it back to TAC immediately. This will ensure that the proper
changes are made before the April 1* “go-live” date and that we do not inadvertently drop anyone -
during the transition period.

5. Balances carried on the BCBSTX bills,

When TAC takes over the billing effective April 1*, each group will start with a zero-balance in
OASys. Because we cannot carry over amounts from previous coverage periods, any outstanding
balance or credit for contributions due prior to April 1 will need to be settled directly with
BCBSTX. For this reason, we request that you pay your March bill along with any outstanding
balance as garly as possjble.

Overview

Throughout Texas, there are a number of on-site
wastewater treatment and distribution systems that are

malfunctioning and ought to be replaced. Often, failing

systems were designed and installed years ago. As a

result, many of these systems do not conform to today's

regulations and were built on small lots. Additionally,
these older systems often utilized technologies thac are
not legal today (for example, cesspools and straighe
pipes that discharge into road ditches or lakes). Ocher
problems that cause systems to fail include such

environmental factors as clay soils, shallow groundwater

tables, and areas with karst or fissured or fractured
rocks that provide a direct path to groundwater.
Conversely, in most cases, the majority of systems that
have been properly designed and installed under
current standards are thought to perform properly.
One factor that gets in the way of replacing failed
systems is that local and regional governmental agen-
cies, as well as individuals, are often not aware of the

types of assistance that may be available to replace
g
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failed on-site systems. This fact sheet provides an
overview of resources that are available to provide
funding and rechnical assistance,

Up front, a few disclaimers need to be made. First,
the vast majority of these programs are intended to
assist communities — not individuals. Second, this
material is currencly correct, but keep in mind that
many agency programs change over time. Thercfore,
consult the agencies listed here individually for details
about the assistance they currently offer. Finally,
resources to replace failed on-site systems in Texas vary
widely, depending on whether the county or commu-
nity that needs aid is located near the Texas-Mexico
border. Many programs are available to assist “colonias”
(areas without adequate water or wastewater treatment)
along the border, but may not be available in other
regions of Texas. This fact sheet makes a distinction
between statewide resources and those which specifi-
cally target colonias along the border region.
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Resources to Assist Texas Communities :

Texas Water Development Board
(TWDB)

The TWDB provides a variety of resources to help
plan and finance the replacement of failed on-site
wastewater treatment systems. TWDB has programs
that are available to all parts of Texas, as well as those
intended primarily to address needs of border regions.
Eligible applicants can benefie by taking part in the

Board's programs, since the interest rates for loans are
often significantly less than they would be if financing
were obtained from the private sector.

A major function of TWDB is to provide loans to
local governments for wastewater treatment and water
supply projects. TWDB also offers grants and loans to
help solve the water and wastewater needs of cconomi-
cally distressed regions of Texas.

The TWDB administers the Clean Water State
Revolving Fund, which provides loans at low-cost
interest rates to political subdivisions that have cthe
authority to own and operate wastewater treatment
systems.

TWDB manages the Texas Water Development
Fund II, which can be used for the planning, design,
and construction of water and wastewater projects.
Political subdivisions and non-profit water supply
corporations are eligible for low-interest loans from this
program, which is funded by state bonds.

The Board administers the Economically Dis-
tressed Areas Program (EDAP), which provides loans
and grants to plan and construct water and wastewater
systems in targeted counties with low incomes and high
unemployment rates. As of September 2000, 48
counties throughout Texas were eligible for this pro-
gram. Both grant and loan funds are available. Recog-

(TNRCC)

The TNRCC Water Utilities Division

The TNRCC administers the Supple-
mental Environmental Program (SEP).
SEP allows industries which have been
fined by the TNRCC for pollution or
other regulatory violations to redirect a
portion of the amount of these penalties to
solve environmental problems, including
failing on-site wastewater systems.

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The block grant program is intended to provide
decent housing and suitable living environments. In
Texas, block grants have often been used to plan and
construct water and wastewater facilities. In some cases,
block grants have been utihzed to replace failed on-site
wastewater treatment systems.

Texas General Land Office (GLO)

The GLO assists local communities located along
the Texas coast in evaluating the condition of on-site
wastewater treatment systems that may have been
damaged by hurricanes or tropical storms. GLO staff
can consult communities and individuals about how
on-site systems affected by these storms may need to be
repaired, or whether these systems may have to be
abandoned. The agency also provides comments on
beachfront construction permits, which often include
on-site wastewater treatment systems.

Texas Department of Economic

Development (TDED)

TDED administers the Texas Capital Fund (TCF)
Main Street Improvement Program. Grants from this
program can be used to finance such public improve-
ments as water and wastewater facilities. Eligible
projects must help eliminace slums or blighted areas.
Only officially designated Texas Main Street Cities can
apply for these grants. The TCF can also be used to

finance infrastructure developments and improvements.

Texas Parks and Wildlife Department
(TPWD)

TPWD can provide funding and technical assis-
tance to 4id in the development and repair of water and
wastewater systems in open spaces and recreational
areas through its Texas Recreation and Parcks Account
Program.

The Small Towns Environmental Program

(STEP)
STEP is organized around the principle that

communities can help solve water and wastewater
problems by utilizing the capacity and resources of local
volunteers. By taking advantage of all the resources in a
community (including people, materials, and financ-
ing), it is often possible to design and construct waste-
water treatment and distribution systems at a relatively

low cost. Several STEP projects have involved replacing

failed on-site wastewater treatment systems.

STEP was originally developed by The Rensselaer-
ville Insticute (TRI), a non-profit organization in New
York stare, in collaboration with the U.S. Environmen-
tal Protection Agency (EPA) and the Ford Foundation.
In Texas, the TRI South Regional Office worked with
TDHCA, TNRCC, TWDB, and GLO o create Texas
STEP, which is a network of agencies that provides
equipment, expertise, and technical assistance to
communities that want to use this approach.

Funding for Texas STEP projects is available
through the TWDB and the TDHCA CDP program.

U.S. De'parfment of Agriculture (USDA)

Rural Development

USDA Rural Development provides financial
assistance to improve water and wastewater treatment.
The USDA Rural Utilities Service (RUS) provides
loans and grants for new water and wastewater projects
as well as for expansion of existing systems. Loans and
grants are available for towns and rural areas with less
than 10,000 residents.

TWDB

National Small Flows Clearinghouse

(NSFC)

The NSFC, located at the West Virginia University
(WVU), provides resources about on-site wastewater
treatment systems. Services provided by NSFC include
technical reports, searchable databases, technical
assistance, and free journals, magazines, and newslet-
ters. NSFC coordinates opportunities for research,
education and training. Many NSFC products describe
issues related to the financing, economics, design,
performance, and maintenance of on-site wastewater
treatment systems.

Re-
cently, TAEX has carried out many research and
demonstration projects to evaluate the site-specific
performance of on-site wastewater treatment systems.
TAEX waorked with the Texas On-Site Wastewater -
Treatment Research Council (TOWTRC) to develop
regional centers for on-site wastewater training in
Bryan, Weslaco, and E!

Some fact sheets discuss such management issues as, .

Texas Engineering Extension Service
(TEEX)

TEEX provides classes for individuals who want to
become certified to work in the on-site wastewater field
in Texas, as well as continuing education programs,
Courses cover such topics as system design and installa-
tion, site evaluation, the duties of designated represen-
tatives, and the maintenance of aerobic systems. Classes
are taught at Council-funded training centers as well as
other locations throughout Texas.

Texas On-Site Wastewater

Treatment Research Council (TOWTRC)

TOWTRC is funded by a fec that is paid whenever
a new on-site wastewater treatment system is installed
in Texas. Funds generated through this program are
managed by the Council and used to fund research,
training, education, and publication programs. The
Council’s research program is open to public agencies,
units of local and regional government, and universi-
ties. Although Council research funds cannot be used
to design or build on-site systems, they can be utilized
to investigate regional or local issues that affect the
ability of these systems to function properly,

Information resources avaitable from the Council
include training centers located in Bryan, El Paso, and
Weslaco. annual conferences; and publication of
confcrcncc proceedings.

Texas Water Resources Institute (TWRI)
TWRI works closely with TOWTRC in education
and communications efforts. TWRI publishes a
quarterly newsletter that discusses on-site wastewater
treatment systems, Texas On-Site Insights. Recently,
TWRI began publishing the newsleteer in Spanish
under the tide, Sisternas Individuales Para el Trarmiento
de Aguas Residuales. The Institute created and main-

Fedoral and State Loan and Grant Programs

‘ Three federal agencies offer loans and grants, either directly or through state
and local governments, for public water and wastewater projects. These
agencies are the U.S. Departments of Agriculeure (USDA), Housing and
Urban Development (HUD), and the Environmental Protection Agency
(EPA). Each agency has a web page on the Internet with detailed descrip-
tions of their respective loan and grant programs and contacts: heep://
www.cpa.gov/efinpage, http:/fwww.hud.gov, http://www.usda.gov.

. Water and Waste Disposal Loans and Erants

i The USDA Rural Utilities Service (RUS) provides loans, guaranteed loans,
and grants for water, sewer, stormwater, and solid waste disposal facilities in
rural areas and towns of up to 10,000 people. Recipients must be public
entities such as municipalities, counties, special purpose districts, Indian
tnbes, and nonprofit corporations including cooperatives. Eligible activicies
include:
¢ construction, repair, modification, expansion, or other improvements to

water supply and distribution systems, waste collection, and treatment
systems, including storm drainage and solid waste disposal facilities
(certain other costs related to development of the facility may also be

‘ covered) Sad
& acquisition of needed land:-water sources, and water rights
¢ legal costs and engineenng fees necessary to develop the facilities

RUS may provide up to 75 percent of the ehigible facility development costs
in grants when necessary to reduce user costs to a reasonable level. The
repayment period (term) is a maximum of 40 years. However, the payment
limitation on the applicant’s borrowing authority. Loans are secured by bonds
or notes pledging taxes, assessments, or revenues. RUS may take a mortgage
ot other lien on the applicant’s property when state laws permit.

These RUS grants are available to rural communities when disaster strikes.
Congress may appropeiate funds for the program after a flood, earthquake, or
other disaster. Applicants must demonstrate that a significant decline in the
quantity or quality of water occurred within two years of the date the applica-
tion was filed with RUS. Eligible applicants include public bodies and
nonprofit corporations serving rural areas, including cities or towns whose
population does not exceed 10,000. Public bodies include Indian tribes on
federal and state reservations and other federally-recognized Indian tribal
groups.

Funds may be used to:

& extend, repair, or perform significant maintenance on existing water
systems; construct new water lines, wells or other sources of water,
teservoirs, and treatment plants; replace equipment; and pay costs
associated with connection or tap fees

& pay related expenses such as legal and engineering fees and environmen-
tal impact analyses, for developing sources of, treating, storing, or distrib-
uting water

¢ achieve compliance with the requirements of the Clean Water Act or
with the Safe Drinking Water Act, when noncompliance is directly
related to a recent decline in the quality of potable water

Grants cannot exceed $500,000, and grants for repairs, partial replacement,
or significant maintenance on an established system cannot exceed $75,000.
Subject to the above limitations, grants may be made for 100 percent of
ehigible projece costs.

Orinking Water Revolving Leza Funds

The Safe Drinking Water Act, as amended in 1996, established the Drinking
Water State Revolving Fund (DWSRF) to make financial assistance avail.
able to states to improve drinking water systems. The program also provides
funds to small and disadvantaged communities that encourage pollution
prevention as a way to ensure safe drinking water.

The loans from a state revolving fund (SRF) may be used for facility con-
struction, the purchase or refinancing of local debe obligations, the guarantee
ot purchase of insurance for local bond issues, or revenue for or secunty for
state bonds, if the bond proceeds are deposited in the SRF and earn interest
on SRF accounts. A state also may 1ssue loans for planning, design, and
construction costs. In addition, states may provide incremental assistance for
a multi-year construction activity (e.g., for particularly large, expensive
projects). An SRF may buy or refinance debt obligations of municipal,
intermunicipal, or interstate agencies, where the initial debt was incurred and

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construction started after July 1, 1993. Refinancing may entail purchasing
existing municipal debt, such that the proceeds of the transaction may be
used for payoff when the bonds are called.

The loans from an SRF typically have interest rates that are less than or equal
to the market interest rate and may include zero percent loans. Borrowers
must begin repayment of the loan{s) not later than one year after completion
of the project. Loan terms are 20 years. However, states that establish an SRF
for disadvantaged communities may provide loans to qualified recipients for
up to 30 years, as long as the loan term does not exceed the expected life of
the project. A disadvantaged community is one in which the entire service
area of a public water system meets non-affordability criteria established by
the state after public review and comment. The SRF may provide additional
loan subsidies (e.g., principal forgiveness, negative interest rate loans) to
benefit communities which are disadvantaged or which the state expects to
become disadvantaged.

A state must use a minimum of 15 percent of all dollars credited to the SRF
to provide loan assistance to small systems that serve fewer than 10,000
persons.

Clean Wator Revsiving Loan Fund

The Clean Water State Revolving Fund program is a partnership between
EPA and the states. It allows states the flexibility to provide funding for
projects that wall address the states’ highest priority water quality needs.
While traditionally used to build or improve wastewater treatment plants,
loans are also used increasingly for agricultural, rural, and urban runoff
control, estuary improvement projects; wet weather flow contigl, including
stormwater and sewer overflows; and alternative treatment technologies.

Many states offer low-interest loans to small and disadvantaged communuties. ;
For example, a state can make a zero percent loan to a communuty for 20 ;
years, saving the community 50 percent of the total project’s costs over a
similar loan at 7.5 percent.

Since the program is managed largely through state agencies, project eligibil-
ity varies according to each state's priorities. Eligible loan recipients include
communities, individuals, citizens’ groups, and nonprofit organizations. Loan
funds may be used to improve the quality of watersheds through a wide range
of water quality related projects. Loans also may be used for the protection of |
groundw ater resources. Recipients may use loans for the planning, design, and
construction of publicly-owned wastewater trearment facilities or to build or
rehabilitate sewer collection systems. Urban wet weather flow control
activities, including stormwater and sanitary and combined sewer control
measures, also are eligible for funding.

Federal Funding Sources for Small Community
Wastewater Systems

Pooled sewage from failing septic systems still plagues countless neighborhoods and small communities across the .
country. More than a million homes 10 America stil lack basic indoor plumbing. and map) communines with fewer than ’
10,000 people have central wastewater systems that need extensive repawr. All these conditions pose senous health and :
environmental problems for Jocal residents. Among them are communities and tnbes throughout the United States, as well

as native villages in Alaska and ecopomically disadvantaged areas along the U.S -Mexico border.

Working together, federal and state agencies, along with the small communities themsels es. can go a long way to help
meet the wastewater and dnnking water needs wn these communihes—-and to promote econornuc development at the same
time. This publication hughlights 10 federal programs that belp state, thbal, and local officials idenufy possible funding

sources, whom to contact, and how to apply. Although this publication descrnibes some dninking water programs. it focuses .
mainly on wastewatet, .

Ten Federal Programs That Help

The federal agencies histed here offer financial and technucal assistance to help small commuruties plan. design. and build

water and wastewater systems. Through these federal programs. thousands of rural and isolated communsties hase vastly ‘
umproved their systems.

Environmental Protection Agency

1. Clean Water SRE.
2. Drinking Water SRE,

EPA's Office of Water manages two separate but related water programs- the Clean Water State Revolving Loan Fund for
wastewater facihities and the Dninking Water State Revolving Loan Fund for dnnking water facilines. Each of these
federal programs awards grants to states to "seed” revolving loan funds that provide low-1interest loans to eligible

communuties 10 build wastewater or water facihiues. Community loan repayments go back into the state fund to be loaned
to other communities.

3. Hardship Grants Program for Rural Communities
