1tis expressty understood that the County Commissioners’ Court does not purpose
hereby, to grant any right, claim, title or easement in or upon this county road. ltis further
understood that in the futuré should for any reason the county need to work, improve,
relocate, widen, increase, add to, orin any manner change the structure of this right-of-
way, any required relocation of said lines shall be at the sole expense of owner.

Allworkonthe county right-of-way shallbe performed inaccordance with the county
instructions. The instaliations shall not damage any part of the road and adequate
provisions mustbe made to cause minimum inconvenience to trafficand adjacent owners.
Special speciﬂcations for placing this line are as follows:
