NOTES TO THE SALARY SCHEDULE

Any positions which reflect hourly rates and salaries in excess of General Fund budgeted amounts

are funded partially or entirely from special revenues available by state law for particular offices.

This includes employees in the District Attorney, Tax Assessor / Collector, County Clerk, District Clerk

& Sheriffs Offices. The District Attorney's Office has State Apportionment Funds, Forfeiture Funds &

Hot Check Fee Funds which can be used for the official statutory purposes of the office. The Shenff's

Office also has Forfeiture Funds which can be used for the official statutory purposes of the office.~

At the discretion of the Tax Assessor/ Collector the interest off of vehicle inventory taxes may be used

to supplement employees salaries who administer the pre-payment of vehicle inventory taxes. The office -*.-
of County Clerk has Records Preservation Funds which are budgeted by the Commissioners Courtfor S
the seasonal County Clerk position. These Record Preservation Funds may be used only in the County R
Clerks office in accordance with applicable statutes. The seasonal position in the District Clerks office , .
is budgeted from the Records Management Fund by the Commissioners Court. These Records

Management Funds can be used in various county offices in accordance with applicable statutes. The

Shenff's Office & District Attorney's Office Forfeiture Funds can be budgeted by the Shenff & Distnct

Attorney with only certain salary increases requiring approval by the Commussioners Court in

accordance with applicable statutes. Any salary increases paid out of the State Forfeiture Funds are

considered to be approved by the Commussioners Court by approval of this salary schedule.

Some of the hourly rates and salaries reflect amounts which are below the budgeted amounts. As
a part of this salary schedule approval, it is understood that any elected official or department

head can raise the salary levels to the total maximum budgeted amount for that iine item. This can
be done by submitting a request to Commussioners Court to record the increase in the minutes of
the Court. No Salaries from the General Fund, Records Preservation Fund, Records Management
Fund, Road & Bndge Fund and/or Fm & Lateral Fund can exceed the onginal budgeted salary

or wages lines unless the Commissioners Court grants such increase by budget amendment. As
descnibed earlier, some special revenue funds are available for additional salanes & wages in
accordance with State statutes.

WHEREAS. the Commissioners Court has reviewed the following investment policy
and believes its enactment would be to the financial benefit of Panola Counly, Texas.

NOW, THEREFORE, it is hereby ADJUDGED and DECREED that the Panola
County Treasurer implement the following investment policy:

POLICY PURPOSE

This policy serves to satisfy the statutory requirements of the Texas Government

Code Annotated, Title 10, Section 2256, Public Funds Investment Act, to define and adopt
a formal investment policy.

" it is the objective of Panola County to eamn the maximum rate of return allowed on

its investments within the policies imposed by its safety and liquidily objeclives and state
and federal law governing investment of public funds.

Portfolio maturities will be structured to achieve the highest return of interest
consistent with liquidity requirements of the County's cash needs. No investment shall
have a legal stated maturity of more than twelve (12) months.

it is the County’s policy to provide periodic training in investments for all applicable .
personnel through courses and seminars offered by protessional organizations and

associations in order to insure the quality and capability of the applicable personnel n

making investment decislons, in compliance with Section 2256.008 of the Public Funds
Investment Aclt.

INVESTMENT SCOPE

L

Texas Government Code Annotated, Section 2256.003 et seq. (Vernon 1995) \
authorizes the Commissionars Court to invest county funds. The governing body shali
conduct an annual review of its investment policy and investment strategy. Counly funds
include all financial assets of all funds of the County of Panola, Texas, al the present lime
and any funds to be created in the future and any other funds held in custody by the

County Treasurer, unless expressly prohibited by law or unless it is in contravention of any
depository coniract belween Panola County and any depository bank.

This policy governs the Investment of all flnancial assets of all funds of Panola

County, and are to be managed in compliance with this policy and applicable state and
federal laws.

INVESTMENT STRATEGY g

All funds of Panola County that are invested are invested by malching the maturity )
of investments wilh liabililies. Investments are made with the intention ot holuing to ;
maturily, but with the ability to liquidate should funds be needed at any tune. This sirategy
is achieved by wutilizing investiment options available in this palicy. It is the inteit tu invest
most of the funds needed tor cuirent year operations in time deposits, ceilificates of
deposit or security repurchase agreements in accordance willy the depository cuntract.
Other funds which aie not expecled to be used for current year operations inay be

RESPONSIBILITY AND CONTROL

It shall be the rasponsibility of the County Treasurer to make aclual purchase of \he
Investments upon wrilten authority of the County Auditor and County Judge. The County
Treasurer, County Auditor, County Jud

ge and County Commissioners will act as Advisory
Commitiee implementing this investment policy.

OBJECTIVES AND PRIORITIES

The investment objectives and priorities of the Panola County Treasurer shall be
as follows:

1. To understand the suitability of the investment to the financial requirements
of the entity.

2 To ensure the preservation and the safety of Panola County funds and to
avoid speculative investing. ,

3. To provide funds to meet the liquidity and cash needs of Panola County,
Texas.

4, To ensure the marketabil

ity of the investment if the need arises to hquidate
the investment before maturity.

5. To ensure the diversification or maturity date of investment portfolio.

6. To eam the maximum interest rate

yield allowed through prudent and legal
investing of county funds consistent with t

he current Bank Depository Conltract and federal .
and state law.

7. To provide for the safety of capital, securities and collateral.

8. The County Treasurer shall make re-investments upon written approval of
the County Auditor and the County Judge.

9. The County Treasurer shall receive and provide for the safekeeping of all
pledged securities as collateral for invested funds.

10.  The County Treasurer shall comply with the laws of the State of Texas as

defined in the Government Code, Chapler 2256, known as the "PUBLIC FUNDS
INVESTMENT ACT" concerning the investment of county funds.

to cover the cash needs of the county and shall also strive to diversify the investments
consistent with the objectives of this policy.
