WHEREAS, the Locality desires to implement a STEP project for water
improvements on behalf of Rock Hill Water Supply Corp. under the general direction
of the Texas Community Development Program; and Whereas the Locality desires
to engage a Consultant. to render certain services in connection with its project.

NOW THEREFORE, the parties do mutually agree as follows:

1. Scope of Services

Part I, Scope of Services, is hereby incorporated by reference into this
Agreement.

2. Time of Performance .
