SECTION TWO: CURRENT METHODS OF ACCESSING RECORDS

CENTRAL LIBRARY
Records are located in the courthouse in the office of the County Clerk.
Land records are accessed daily by staff members and by members of the public doing
research. .

VITAL STATISTICS ,
All birth and death records are maintained in the courthouse and are
accessed daily. None of these records are stored on computer and have to be handled - -
manually. Since the County Clerk is not the Local Registrar for the Texas Bureau of
Vital Statistics, there are records which are not available here. For those we must send
the customers to the Carthage City Office. The City no longer sends copies of the births

o
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or deaths which occur within the city‘ limits to us. The only birth or death records which

we receive now are for those who are born or die outside of Carthage. That office has the
remote system for securing certificates from Austin so they have the capability to get
birth certificates from other counties in the state Our records are limited to those born in

CRIMINAL COURTS

- All records for the cases handled by this ofﬁce are maintained in the
courthouse. Case information and court minutes are maintained in record books. The
minutes have been microfilmed. These records are accessed daily. 4

CIVIL COURTS
Records are maintained in the courthouse. These records are accessed
daily. All documents filed in civil, probate or guardianship cases are microfilmed. These
records are accessed daily.

ACCOUNTING "
Records are maintained in the courthouse. All Registry account records
are in hard copy and are accessed datily.

COMMISSIONERS COURT
Records are maintained in the courthouse. Court minutes are microfilmed
and are in hard copy in the office.

ELECTRONIC FILES
The indexes for Panola County Official Public Records from May 1, 1979
through the present time have been computerized and automated in electronic format for
a number of years. The images of those documents filed from January 1, 2000 through
the present time were automatically downloaded at no extra charge as included in the
contract which the County has with our vendor,

SECTION THREE: RESTORATION AND PRESERVATION

PERMANENT RECORDS
After digitally capturing our records, the County Clerk plans to contract
with an outside vendor to restore and preserve all records with significant historical
value. The restoration process will ensure the legibility of these public documents for
future generations. Upon restoration, these books can be placed in acid free boxes and
maintained due to historical significance.

SECTION FOUR: FUTURE PLANS

PUBLIC AND GOVERNMENT ACCESS

It is the intent of the County Clerk's Office to make public records
accessible on the internet. This will allow access by the public at their homes and
businesses and will enhance the efficiency of governmental agencies. It is the intent of
the County Clerk's Office to supply work stations within the courthouse for the public to
access. At this time we have only three public terminals. We need to provide more
terminals since those three are always in great demand.

In 2004 we used the County Clerk's Record Preservation Fund to have the .
images from May 1, 1979 through December 31, 1999 digitized and downloaded on our
system which is available for viewing in our office on four employee terminals and three
public terminals.

We are in the process of getting our indexes downloaded to the internet for
public viewing at no charge as covered in our contract with our vendor. That will give
indexes from 1848 through the early 1930's and indexes from May 1, 1979 through the
present time. The images which have been digitized for the May 1, 1979 records are to
be downloaded to the site in early 2006.

The County Clerk's Office plans to use record preservation and record
archive funds to finance the start of the process of having documents reindexed and
digitized starting with April 30, 1979 and working backward until the reindexed records
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reach the 1930's indexes already ready for the downloading. Then the digitization of the
images of the records from the 1930's backward will be done as funding is available.

It is the goal of this office over time to get all the real property records into
a format available for internet access.

PRODUCT RESEARCH
It is the intent of the County Clerk to research all new technology and
attempt to stay current on all software applications for digital imaging. Keeping up with
advancements in technology is important to this office and to the future of the county
records.

PROCESSING OF PAPER RECORDS
The use of paper records will continue until the records are digitally

- captured and accessible for public use and sufficient space is available.

DESIGNATION OF RECORDS

The Record Archive Fee provided for by Senate Bill 1731 in 2003 was
originally set aside for the preservation of documents dated prior to 1990. The
Legislature has removed that restriction on the use of that fee with the passage of Senate
Bill 526 in 2005. , ~ ‘

That bill also allows the County Clerk to designate what records consist of
archives needing preservation. The Panola County Clerk is designating all the records on
file in the official public records of the office as well as probate, guardianship and
criminal records to be in need of preservation.” It is the designation of this office,
therefore, that all those records be eligible for the use of the record archive fund to insure
that they are properly kept for posterity. . = °. : :
