F.O.B. (picked up) shall be to the closest location to the Panola County
Warehouse. Delivery shall be to within a 25 mile radius of the Panola
County Warehouse.

Panola County will submit payment for the price bid per CUBIC YARD only.
In determining the lowest and best bid, the Commissioners Court will consider the pick
up and delivery locations of the bidders and the cost to the County of delivering or
hauling the material to be purchased. So as to determine the most economical cost of the
materials, Panola County will factor in a rate of fifty cents ( $.50) per yard per mile as a
cost to the County for the materials to be picked up at the plant.
