GENERAL NOTE:  The construction of this project shall follow “The Panola County
Road and Bridge Department Standard Specifications” with respect
to barricades, flagmen, flares, warning signs, and all responsibility
for complaints or damage suits by traveling public and adjacent
property owners.

1. Exaction material shall not be placed on road shoulders or traffic lanes or in ditches
where drainage would be impaired. When excavation is permitted near the roadway,
where, in the opinion of the County, the support of the oil road structure is endangered,
sheeting, cribbing, other measures shall be taken to prevent damage to the roadway or
the creation of traffic hazard. .

Speci ?E IT REMEMBERED that the Commissioners’ Court of Panola County, Texas, met in

WHEREAS, Luminant Mining Company LLC (“Luminant”), landowner in Precinct No.
2, Panola County, Texas, along with seven other petitioners, and pursuant to Section 251.052 of
the Texas Transportation Code, have petitioned the Commissioners Court of Panola County,
Texas, to accept a new county road to be built at the sole cost and expense of Luminant and on
property owned by Luminant, in the area denoted on Exhibit “A,” attached hereto and
incorporated herein; and

WHEREAS, the new county road that will be built at the sole cost and expense of
Luminant will provide better visibility to the Mt. Zion Baptist Church and will provide
convenient access to the Harris Chapel Cemetery and to the community at large. The new
roadway will also provide a safer intersection at FM 959 for the citizens who travel along FM
959 and the new county road; and

WHEREAS, Panola County is in agreement that it will have the responsibility for future
maintenance costs of the new county road. However, Luminant agrees to donate $160,000.00 to
the County when construction begins on the new road for future maintenance. Luminant also
agrees to give a two (2) year Warranty on the construction and materials for the new county road
and Luminant agrees to install a water line on Luminant’s property along the new county road is
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released from its mine reclamation bond and offered for auction and/or private treaty. Luminant
will stabilize the subgrade with cement or lime, depending on the type of soil; and

WHEREAS, State of Texas (hereinafter called “State”) owns, uses and maintains a
public road system of farm to market roads and state highways within its borders, including FM
1794, part of which lies in Panola County, Texas; and

WHEREAS, upon acceptance of the new county road by Panola County and opening of
the road to public traffic, it is the opinion of the County that the portion of FM 1794 denoted on
Exhibit “A” will be unnecessary and should be declared “surplus” by the State; and

WHEREAS, Panola County supports the State declaring as surplus and closing that
portion of FM 1794 as shown on Exhibit “A;” and

WHEREAS, Panola County expresses no interest in purchasing the surplus right of way
from the State pursuant to Section 202.021 (c¢) (1) of the Texas Transportation Code and supports
the rights of Luminant as contiguous landowner to purchase the proposed surplus right of way
from the State pursuant to Texas Transportation Code 202.021 (c) (2) to facilitate its mining
operations in the County; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the citizens of Panola County that Panola
County take title to the new county road and the maintenances monies, accept the warranty on
the roadway and water line, support the State declaring as surplus that portion of FM 1794
referenced above, support Luminant’s purchase of the surplus right of way to facilitate its mining
operations, and upon taking title to the new county road, said roadway shall become a part of
Panola County’s public road system; and

WHEREAS, the support of the State to declare as surplus and close a portion of FM
1794 in the manner depicted on Exhibit “A” shall not deprive any landowner a right of access of
his or her property; and

WHEREAS, the Panola County Commissioner’s Court has determined that the interests
of the public and affected landowners have been protected as it relates to the accepting title to a
new county road and the State declaring as surplus and closing a portion of FM 1794.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Commissioners’ Court of Panola
County, Texas, that they take title to the new county road with the maintenances monies,
warranty and water line, support the State declaring as surplus that portion of FM 1794
